(Tim and Robert are walking together, looking up at the signs on the building.)  

  

Tim  (Pointing) “Yeah,…This is the Church!”  

  

Rob  “Is this the one Duncan went to?”  

  

Tim  “Yep….They’ll tell us how to get to Heaven!”  

  

(They enter the Church and sit.  The Reverend comes out and stands before 

them.)  

  

Rev  “Good Morning everybody….I’m Reverend Blood and Thunder…..I tell you 

just what God says….And I don’t pull any punches…Or sugar-coat anything for 

you..!”  

  

(Boys look at each other wondering.)  

  

Rev  (Loud.) “I don’t know what you two are doing here?!”  

  

Tim  “Is he talking to us?”  

  

Rob  (Looking behind them.) “Don’t think so?”  

  

Rev  “Yes….You two!....With your (Sarcastically.) Little Designer tops and Baggy  

jeans….And horrible little spiky hair…..You’re going to Hell!”  

 

Tim  “Us?”  

  



Rob  “No….Can’t be?”  

  

Rev  “There won’t be any Worldly Designer Labels or shaggy haircuts in 

Heaven....They’ll all  be in Hell….With you two!”   

(Pointing at the boys.)

(They stand up.)  

  

Rev  (Thundering.) “YOU SIT DOWN!....I haven’t finished with you yet!....Before 
this day is over you will be dead!”  

  

Rob  (Horrified.) “Us?”  

  

Tim  “Why?”  

  

Rev  “….In Sin…..And you’ll be sliding down that long slippery path to Hell for the 

rest of your lives!”  

  

(Looking at each other.)  

  

Rev  “Then you’ll go to the Judgement…And the Angels will be on their knees 

weeping (He stresses this.) because you wear your funny little designer 

clothes….And funny little running shoes….And they’ll weep when you’re  

banished to the blackness of Hell for Eternity!....And….”  

 

Tim  “I’m going!”  

  



Rob  “Me too.”  

  

(They stand up.)  

  

Rev  “You sit down!” (Pointing to them.)  

  

(They keep walking.)  

  

Rev  “Go on then!....Walk away….You can’t bear to hear the Voice of God from 

my mouth…..Yes!.....Carry on down that long slippery slope to Hell for all 

Eternity….”  

  

(Boys outside.)  

  

Rob  “That was scary!”  

  

Tim  “You said it!”  

  

Rob  “Barney said they’d tell us the way to Heaven?”  

  

Tim  “I ain’t ever going to Church again!”  

  

Rob  “Me either!....So how do you get to Heaven?”  

  

Tim  “Dunno?”  

  

Rob  “Maybe you can’t?”  

  

Tim  “Or….Maybe no-one really knows how to?”  

  

Rob  “Yeah ….But I did hope we were going to find out….?”  

  

Tim  “Me too!...Oh well….Let’s go home then?”  

  

Rob  “Yeah!”

Narrator: “People are not Saved by scaring them out of going to Hell…They are 

Saved by the Love and Grace of God.
