Pas. (Opens door) “Hello, come in.”

He. “Thank you.”

Pas. “Have a chair....I've seen you at Church lately.”

She. “Yes, we've been coming for a few weeks now.”

Pas. “That's great...I'm pleased to hear that.”

He. “Yes, it's been good.”

Pas. “So, to what do | owe the pleasure of this visit?”

(H/S look at each other)

He. “You were talking about giving your blessing on couples last Sunday?”
Pas. “Yes.”

She. “We would like your blessing on us.”

Pas. “Wonderful...I'd be pleased to do that...How long have you been married?”
He. “Married?...No, we're not married...We live together as partners.”

Pas. “Partners?”



She. “Yes..As Husband and Wife.”

Pas. “Oh, yes | see...You live together as a Husband and Wife would.”
She. “Yes.”

Pas. “As in fornicating ?”

He. “l wouldn't put it like that.”

Pas. “God does.”

She. “That's insulting!”

He. “Everyone else is doing it....So, it's acceptable these days.”
Pas. “Everyone else smokes...Do you?”

She. “No.”

Pas. “Why not?”

He. “So are we.”

Pas. “As Christians we represent Jesus Christ to this World...But if what we are doing
is not His way of doing things, then we aren't representing Him as we should be...”

He. “1 told you we didn't come here to be lectured to.”

Pas. “And likewise, I've already told you I'm not lecturing you...I'm just quoting God's
Word...What you do with it is up to you.”

She. “We left Reverend Wolff's Church because we were told it was better here...”
He. “Yes, we did.”
