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'And the people asked him (John the
Baptist), saying, What shall we do then?

He answered and said unto them, He
that hath two coars, let him impart fo
him that hath none; and he rhat hath
mear, let him do likewise.

Then came also publicans fo be
baptized, and said unto him, Masfter,
what shall we do?

And he said unfo them, Exact no
more than that which is appointed you.
And the soldiers likewise demanded
of him, saying, And what shall we do?
And he said unto them, Do violence fo
no man, neither accuse any falsely;
and be confent with your wages.'
(Luke 3:10-14).

When the Lord created our world, He
pronounced it to be ‘very good.” It
was a pristine paradise, created for
the love of His life. He never expected
us to behave like children at a
playground, living only for our own
selfish pleasures. He expected better
things from us.
