Please take the time to 

consider the best course, and make 

a wise decision.  

  We were created to live Eternally, 

but, when Adam and Eve sinned, 

they were separated from God, and 

as a result, we were all born 

separated from Him. Unless we can 

atone for the sin that separates us, 

we will die still separated from Him, 

and go to the Judgement and the 

end of our existence, without ever 

knowing Him. 

  Sin means ‘to miss the mark,’ and 

any  act  that  falls   short   of   Divine 

2. 

Perfection is sin, because God is 

Holy. Because we were already 

separated from God, no amount of 

‘good works,' could restore us to 

Him. We were totally without hope. 

Then God Himself stepped in to save 

us. 

  ‘God was in Christ reconciling the 

world unto Himself, not imputing 

their trespasses unto them…’ (2 

Corinthians 5:19). 

  ‘For the wages of sin is death; but 

the gift of God is Eternal Life through 

Jesus Christ our Lord.’ (Roman’s 

6:23). 

  Jesus Christ was God in flesh, and 

when He died on Calvary, He paid 

the price for our sin. So, how can 

our sin be forgiven? ‘If we confess 

our sins, He (God) is faithful and just 

to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse 

us from all unrighteousness.’ (1 John 

1:9). 

  Can I do anything to help earn it?

God: not of works lest any man 

should boast.’ (Ephesians 2:8-9).
