Wormole. “No...What news?”

Mr Smarts. “Some clown was in detention...Polishing stars.” (Laughing). “...And he put
the Southern Cross back the wrong way...Ha!”

Wormole. “Um...Ah...What?...How do you know?”

Mr Smarts. “Guys from the Southern Squad told me...It"s all over the newspapers
down there.”
